12. To adjourn the meeting for members of the public to address the meeting

13. To consider charges to CSP (formerly CDRP)

14.  To consider the criteria to qualify for Taxi Vouchers for 2011
     The criteria for applying for Taxi Vouchers had changed from the previous year.  To help extend the future of the service with the finances available, it had been agreed to extend the age from 70 years to eighty years and/or to have a disability.  Additionally, those applying must prove that they live in the Parish of Aldenham and have no other means of transport.
An article would be put in the 88th edition of Around Radlett.  A request for funding from local charitable organisations would be featured in Around Radlett although funding was not required until 2012.

15. Feedback from 87th edition

Criticism was again made about the size of the font although it was felt that the font in the latest edition was slightly larger than in previous editions.  It was suggested that a slightly bigger font was used throughout the 88th edition, possibly the same size as ‘Know Your Council’ pages in the 87th edition.  

The background to the pages would be kept in white with a possible light colour on the ‘Know Your Council’ pages.
Councillor Samuelson had received letters supporting her grass verges article.

The Deputy Clerk informed the meeting, that having read Philip Eastburn’s article on Newberries Mansion, a resident from Newberries Avenue, contacted the Parish Council to say that her house was built on the site on the old mansion house.  She was able to provide further information.  The information would be featured in the next edition.
